The Federation of Bangladesh
Chambers of Commerce and
Industry (FBCCI), the country's
apex trade body, is set to hold the
election to its Board of Directors on
September 7.
On the day, voters will elect the
president, senior vice-president,
two vice-presidents, and other
directors of the board for 2025~
2026 and 2026-2027 terms.
The FBCCI Election Board officially
announced the schedule in a press
release on Wednesday.
This year's polls will be conducted
under the Trade Organisation Act
2022 and the Trade Organisation
Rules 2025.
According to the rules, the size of
the FBCCI board has been reduced
from 80 to 46 members, a move
aimed at streamlining operations
and enhancing decision-making
efficiency.

As per the election
schedule, the chambers
and association groups
which are members of
the FBCCI must send the
names of persons they
have nominated to serve
as FBCCI directors to the
FBCCI's general council by
July 2. -
The FBCCI and the
election  board  will

voter list on July 18 and
the final list on August
26, the apex trade body
said in a statement.

The nominated and
elected directors will later
elect one president, one
senior vice-president, and
two vice-presidents from
among themselves. This
year, the government has
reduced the number of
FBCCI directors to 46 from
80.

ELECTION of the Federation
of Bangladesh Chambers
of Commerce and Industrv
for the 2025-27 term will be
held on September 7.

The election board on
Wednesday announced the
schedule, said a press re-
lease.

As per the election sched-
ule, names of nominated
directors from the elected
chamber and association
groups must be submitted to
the FBCCI's general council
by July 2.

The FBCCI and the elec-
tion board will publish the
preliminary voter list on July
18, with the final list to fol-
low on August 26.

The nominated and
elected directors will later
elect one president, one sen-
ior vice-president and two

vice-presidents from among
themselves. This year, the
government has reduced the
number of FBCCI directors
to 46 from 80.

The election board will
publish the primary list of
candidates for president,
vice-president and other
director posts on August 8,
followed by the final list on
August 14.

The final names of the
elected office bearers, in-
cluding the president, vice-
presidents and directors,
will be announced on Au-
gust 16.

The interim government
appointed Md Hafizur Rah-
man. a member of the Bang-
ladesh Competition Commis-
sion and former additional
secretary, as administrator
of the FBCCI in September
last year, following fall of the

The election for the
Board of Directors of the
Federation of Bangladesh
Chambers of Commerce
and Industry (FBCCI), the
country's top trade body;,
will be held on
September 7.

The schedule was offi-
cially announced on
Wednesday by the FBCCI
Election Board through a
press release issued by the
organisation's Secretary
General Md. Alamgir.

The election will deter-
mine the President, Senior
Vice-President, two Vice-
Presidents, and Directors
for the 2025-2026 and
2026-2027 terms. This
year's election will be held
under the Trade
Organization Act 2022 and
the newly implemented

Trade Organization Rules
2025, which have signifi-
cantly restructured the
board. Under the new
rules, the size of the Board
has been reduced from 80
to 46 members.

As per the schedule,
member chambers and
associations must submit
their nominated represen-
tatives for the General
Assembly by 5:00 PM on
July 2. The preliminary
voter list will be published
on July 18, followed by the
final voter list on July 26.

The preliminary list of
candidates for the top
positions will be released
on August 8. After com-
pleting the verification
and scrutiny process, the
final list of candidates will
be published on August 14.

Candidates wishing to
withdraw their nomina-
tions must inform the
Election Board by 2:00 PM
on August 16, after which
the final list of contestants
will be confirmed and
published on the same
day.
